Scholarship Appeal Instructions & Form


The University of New Orleans is committed to assisting our students through these unpresented times.  We are offering this appeal process for the Spring 2021 Semester to allow you to explain and document extenuating circumstances that may have impacted your academic performance, such as an unexpected medical illness, unexpected military deployment, COVID 19 related issues, and Hurricane Zeta/Laura.  The deadline date to submit an appeal for spring is January 29, 2021.   
I. How do I file an appeal? 
A. Students should submit the appeal form (below) and a personal letter/statement,

II. Other important guidelines regarding your scholarship appeal submission are as follows:

A. The final date to submit a Scholarship Appeal is January 29, 2021.

B. Student must be enrolled full time for Spring 2021.  The appeal decision is for Spring 2021 only and cannot be carried forward for another semester or aid year.

C. All documentation should be attached to the appeal at the time the appeal is submitted for review.  The complete appeal may be dropped off at the Privateer Enrollment Center (PEC) Monday through Friday, 9 AM-3 PM.  
D. Submission of an appeal does not guarantee approval.
E. The scholarship appeal decision is for your UNO Scholarship only. It does not apply towards your federal or state aid programs, tuition waivers or exemptions, TOPS, or private donor scholarships. Students are responsible for paying tuition and fees in accordance with the Bursar’s deadlines. 
F. The processing time for an appeal review and decision is ten (10) business days.
