Welcome to the University of New Orleans! Please make sure you have sent all official scores 

and transcripts to transcripts@uno.edu. You may check the status of your transfer credits and 

test score submissions on your profile in workday.  

Sign into Workday Student 
Go to myapps.uno.edu and select the UNO Workday App  
Once you have signed in, in the upper right corner, select the profile icon and click ”view 
Profile” to open your student profile.   
 
View Your Academics Tab  
On the left sidebar menu, select Academics. Then you can review your Transfer Credits 
and External Records.  
 
 
Under Transfer Credit, you will see credits 
posted from each university you submitted 
from, and if there are any credits from 
Exams, like AP or IB courses. The left column 
will have the UNO equivalent and the right 
hand, in the middle it will show how many 
credit hours the course is worth and then on 
the right, the course or test score that the 
credit originated from.  
 
 
Under External Records, you will see all 
the test scores we have on file. Scroll 
down to see all attempts and scores on file. You will see the name of the test, the date you 
completed it, and the scores on your report. sub scores in Math and English can change 
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your course placement. Make sure 
your highest attempts are on file to 
ensure your highest placement! 
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
