The Louisiana Board of Regents approved executive format Master of Science in Trans-

portation (M.S.) degree at the University of New Orleans is the first degree of its kind in 

the state. The program, which launched in the fall semester of 2015,  is one of the first in 

the United States to train students in multimodal freight and passenger transportation  

systems.  

 The MS in Transportation is designed for traditional students and working

professionals seeking career advancement or a specialized career in transportation

planning or administration. It is offered in a hybrid format that provides students

with the flexibility of an online program and the benefits of concentrated on-campus

meetings that allow students to build a professional network with classmates,

instructors and industry-affiliated partners.
